
St. Mary’s Parish Church Ballerin 

Regulations for the Lawn Cemetery 

 

1. A grave can only be allocated when a death takes place. Graves will be opened on a consecutive pattern. 

2. Each family should nominate a person responsible for the grave. Only one person can be registered as 
the custodian of the family grave. 

3. Permission must be granted by the named custodian and by the parish priest before a grave will be 
reopened. 

4. Human remains cannot be removed from a grave unless ordered by legal requirement. 
 
5. Only gravediggers with adequate public liability insurance and approved of by the parish priest or a 
parish nominee will be allowed to dig graves in the cemetery. The gravedigger must consult with the 
appointed undertaker. 
 
6. The new cemetery is a “Lawn Type” cemetery. Errigal Parish cannot accept liability for damage, during 
routine maintenance, caused to memorials and ornaments laid on the lawn. 
 
7. A grave may only be allocated by the parish priest or one of his nominees. Both single plots, 4ft wide, and 
double plots, 8ft wide, will be available.  
 
8. To ensure the proper placing of headstones, all monumental sculptors must contact either the parish 
priest or a parish nominee before commencing work. Headstones should be erected back-to-back and be 
no more that 4ft high. No subsequent addition should extend beyond this height. 
 
9. The erection of permanent surrounds, pillars, railings, or other structures on graves is prohibited. 
 
10. To facilitate grave maintenance no tree, shrub or flower may be planted. 

 

The purpose of these regulations is to ensure that our cemetery is a testament to our faith in the 
Resurrection, and reverence and respect for the dead, rather than to restrict the freedom of users. 
 
The parish graveyard is owned and maintained by Errigal Parish for the use of its parishioners. 
 
These regulations will be effective from 01/12/2019. The parish representatives reserve the right to modify 
them at any time in the future.
